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HEADQUARTERS AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND THE EUROPEAN PUBLIC LAW ORGANIZATION -

PREAMBLE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the European Public Law
Organization (EPLO),

Taking into consideration the provisions of the Statute of the European Public
Law Organization, done in Athens on October 27, 2004, .

Taking into consid@ation that the Article Il of the Statute provides that the
European Public Law Organization is located in Athens, the Hellenic Republic,

Whereas the Government of the Hellenic Republic agrees to ensure the
availability of all the necessary facilities to enable the Headquarters of the
EPLO to perform fully and effectively its functions and to fulfil its purposes in
cooperation and harmony with the Government and the people of Greece,

Whereas the Government of the Hellenic Republic shall apply to the EPLO,
the Representatives of Member States, the experts on mission for the EPLO,
the EPLO Officials and staff and the EPLO premises the relevant provisions of
the Statute and of the present Agreement,

Whereas the EPLO and the Government of the Hellenic Republic in a spirit of
friendly cooperation,

Have agreed as follows:

Article |
Definitions

1. For the purposes of this Agreement:
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a) "Government" means the Government of the Hellenic Republic.

b) "EPLO" means the European Public Law Organization as well as
its agencies, companies and any other dependent bodies that
aiready has or will create in the future.

¢} EPLO Officials or Staff' means in general all kinds of officials or
staff of EPLO, its agencies, companies and other dependent
bodies. The condition of Official or Staff is independent from the
specific kind of status or contract. )

d) "Director" means the Director of the EPLO.

e) “Statute" means the “Agreement for the Establishment and Statute
of the European Public Law Organization”.

f) “Officials of the EPLO" means the Director, the members of the
Board of Directors and of the Executive Committee, the Deputy
Directors, the Assistant Directors and the Heads of Unit.

g) "Member States” means the states, wh'iéh are or will become
parties to the Statute. ’

i) “Premises of the EPLO" means .the land, buildings and parts of
building, including access facilities, used for the activities of the
EPLO, and more in particular any place where the Organization
has property or has or shall establish offices, branches, dependent
agencies; companies, etc, irrespective of ownership.

i) ‘"Representatives of Member States” means permanent
representatives, delegates, alternate delegates, advisors, technical
experts and secretaries of the national delegations, participating in
the work of the EPLO, its organs and subsidiary bodies.

k) "EPLO Property" means all the property, including funds,
obligations, comp#mies and other properties that belong to or will
be created or supervised by the EPLO for the functioning of the
EPLO and the advancement of its purposes.

Article Il
Application

The Agreement shall be applicable to the EPLO, the Representatives of
Member States, the EPLO Officials and Staff, the experts on Missions for the
EPLO and EPLO premises and property.
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Article 1li
Objective

1. The objective of this Agreement is to determine the legal status of the
premises of the EPLO, in addition to the provisions of the Statute, to
allow the EPLO Officials and staff to discharge their duties and functions
efficiently and in general to facilitate to functioning of the EPLO.

2. As stipulated in paragraph 1 of Article V of the Agreement for the
Establishment and Statute of the European Public Law Organization,
EPLO its Officials and the Staff shall enjoy the privileges and immunities
defined in the “Convention on Privileges and immunities of the United
Nations”, adopted by the General Assembly of the United Nations on 13
February 1946. Wherever in that document is mentioned the Secretary-
General, is meant under this Agreement the Director and wherever are
mentioned Assistant Secretaries-General, are meant under this
Agreement the Deputy Directors and Assistant Directors. Moreover,
following the provisions of paragraph 3 of Article V of the Statute:

Article IV
Legal Personality and Legal Capacity

The Government reaffirms the international legal personality and the full and
most extensive legal capacity within the Hellenic Republic of the EPLO, which
will enjoy such capacities as may be necessary for the exercise of its
functions and the fulfiment of its purposes by all necessary means, to
conclude contracts, to create branches, agencies, companies, to acquire and
dispose movable and immovable property, to institute legal proceedings, etc.

=" Article V
Permanent Representation

Each Member State may appoint a permanent representative or establish a
permanent mission to the EPLO.

Article VI
European Public Law Organization

1. The premises of the EPLO shall be inviolable. The European Public Law
Organization, its property and assets wherever located and by
whomsoever held, shall enjoy immunity from search, requisition,
confiscation, expropriation or any other form of interference whether by
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executive, administrative, judicial or legislative action except insofar as in
any particular case it has expressly waived its immunity. It is, however,
understood that no waiver of immunity shall extend to any measure of
execution. Moreover, no private individual shall be aliowed to intrude,
trespass, occupy, etc., the property of the European Public Law
Organization and rights cannot be acquired against it or be opposed to it
from acts of this nature.

No official of the Government or person exercising any public authority,
whether administrative, judicial and military or police shall enter the
premises of the EPLO except with the consent of and under the
conditions approved by the Director. Such consent may be assumed in
the case of fire or other disasters requiring prompt protective action. The
EPLO and the Government shall agree under what circumstances and in
what manner any such official enter the premises of the EPLO without
the prior consent of the EPLO, in connection with fire prevention,
sdnitary regulations or emergencies.

The EPLO shall, upon request, make suitable arrangements to enable
duly authorized representatives of the appropriate public service bodies
to inspect, repair, maintain, reconstruct and relocate utilities, conduits,
mains and sewers within the premises of the EPLO, under conditions
which shall not unreasonably disrupt the functions of the EPLO.

Without prejudice to the terms of this Agreement, the EPLO shall prevent
the premises of the EPLO from becoming a refuge from justice for
persons subject to extradition or deportation or who are avoiding arrest
or service of legal process under the law of the Hellenic Repubiic.

The appropriate authorities of the Hellenic Republic shall exercise due
diligence to ensure that the tranquillity of the premises of the EPLO as
well as its dignity is not disturbed or impaired by any person or group of
persons attempting unauthorized entry into causing damages, or
creating disturbance in the immediate vicinity of the premises and shall
provide on the boundarigs of the premises, such police protection as
may be required for those purposes. ‘

If so requested by the EPLO, the appropriate authorities of the Hellenic
Republic shall provide a sufficient number of police for the preservation
of law and order in the premises and for the removal there from of
persons as requested, under the authority of the EPLO.

The Government shall do its utmost to ensure that the EPLO shall be
provided with all public utilities and services given to other intemationgl
organizations based in Greece and more in particular inter _a/.'a
electricity, water, gas, post, telephone, telegraph, local transportation,
sewers, protection against fire, etc. and that such public services are
supplied on equitable terms.

Any preferential rate or tariffs which may be granted to international
organizations in the Hellenic Republic or to governmental or other public
bodies of the Hellenic Republic for supplies of the utilities and services
mentioned in paragraph 7 of this Article shall also be accorded to the
EPLO if compatible with international conventions, regulations and
arrangements to which the Government is a party. Furthermore, in case
of any interruption or threatened interruption of any such services, the
appropriate Greek authorities shall consider the needs of the EPLO as
being of equal importance with those of essential agencies of the
Government or of diplomatic missions and shall take steps accordlngly
to ensure that the work of the EPLO is not prejudiced.

The Government, within the framework of its national legislation, shall do
its utmost to assist the EPLO in the acquisition by gift, lease, hire or
purchase, or any other special agreement of any kind, of such premises
as may be selected by the EPLO. The Government shall not dispose of
or seek to dispose of any part of the premises of the EPLO.

Foliowing the provision of Article 21, paragraph 8 of the Statute,
legislation allowing to the State or other public bodies to offer land or any
other kind of ownership or financial support of any kind to state's
organizations, or to bodies of similar to EPLO character and objectives,
or to organizations of public or national interest, or to non governmental
organizations, or other, shall also apply to the European Public Law
Organization. Moreover, sponsoring of the EPLO or its activities is free
of direct or indirect taxation and duties, -including but not limited to VAT
(Value Added Tax), income tax, withholding tax and any other taxes or
charges of equivalent effect, and is tax deductible for the sponsor. The
same applies to all sorts of donations, legs, inheritance, and any other
form of offer to the EPLO.

The European Public Law Organization is permitted to conclude
programmatic contracts, wherever they are mentioned in the Greek
legislation.

The archives of the European Public Law Organization, and in general
all documents belonging to it or held by it, shall be inviolable.

Without being restricted by financial controls, regulations or moratoria of
any kind the European Public Law Organization,

(a) may hold funds, gold or currency of any kand and operate accounts
in any currency;

(b) shall be free to transfer its funds, gold or currency from one country
to another or within any country and to convert any currency held

by it into any .other currency.

The "European Public Law Organization, its property, movable or
immovable, assets, income of whatever nature such as interest, capital
gains, currency gains, profits, etc., as well as their operations and

transactions, purchase of goods and services and other property,
publications or any other products they might produce or services they
might offer in the pursuance of its objectives:

(a) shall be exempt from all present and future, direct or indirect
taxation and duties, including but not limited to VAT, income tax,
local taxes, withholding tax and any other taxes or charges of
equivalent effect, including inter alia vehicles' registration or any
other fee, stamp duties, be it of a local or government nature.
Referring to the above mentioned provisions, the EPLO shall also
be exempt from any obligation for the payment, withholding or
collection of any tax. The European Public Law Organization,
however, will not claim exemption from taxes which are, in fact, no
more than charges for public utility services;

(b) shall be exempt from customs, duties, prohibitions and restrictions
on imports and expoifs in respect of articles imported or exported
by the European Public Law Organization for its official use.

It is understood, however, that articles imported under such exemptions
shall not be sold, given away, hired out or otherwise disposed of in the
Hellenic Republic outside the property of EPLO unless the Government
has been informed beforehand and the relevant duties and taxies paid.
The duties and taxes to be paid shall be caiculated on the basis of the
rate prevailing and the value of the goods on the date on which the
goods change hands or are made over to other uses.

With regard to the vehicles in particular, it is expressly agreed that,
without prejudice to the provisions relating to-EPLO Officials and Staff,
diplomatic registration will also be accorded to the vehicles used or to be
used for the official needs of the EPLO, its operational centers and its
dependencies, up to the number of five (5). By decision of the
Government this number may increase following the needs, especially
when further premises are created and become operational.

The European Public kaw Organization shall enjoy in the territory of
Greece for its official communications treatment not less favourable than
that accorded by the Government itself or to any other Government
including its diplomatic mission in the matter of priorities, rates on mails,
cables, telegrams, radiograms, telephotos, telephone and other
communications and press rates for information to the press and radio.
No censorship or other form of interception or interference with their
privacy shall be applied to the official correspondence and other official
communications of the European Public Law Organization. Such
immunity shall extend to publications, still and moving pictures, films,
broadcasting and sound recordings.

The European Public Law Organization shall have the righ} to use codes
and to despatch and receive its correspondence by courier or in bags,
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which shall have the same immunities and privileges as diplomatic
couriers and bags.

The flag and emblem of the EPLO shall be displayed on its Premises
and means of transport when used on official purposes. The flags of the
Member States shall be displayed on the EPLO premises.

_Article Vii
Experts performing Missions

Experts performing missions for the European Public Law QOrganization
in Greece shall be accorded such privileges and immunities as are
necessary for the independent exercise of their functions during the
period of their missionsy:inciuding the time spent on journeys in
connection with their missions. In particular they shall be accorded:

(a) immunity from personal arrest or detention and from seizure of their
personal baggage;

(b) in respect of words spoken or written and acts done by them in the
course of the performance of their mission, immunity from legal
process of every kind. This immunity from legal process shali
continue to be accorded notwithstanding that the persons
concerned are no longer employed on missions for the European
Public Law Organization;

(c) inviolability for all papers and documents;

(d) for the phrpose of their communications with the European Public
Law Organization, the right to use codes and to receive papers or
correspondence by courier or in sealed bags;

(e¢) the same fapil'ngies.,iﬁ respect of currency or exchange restrictions
as are accorded to representatives of foreign governments on
temporary official missions;

() the same immunities and facilities in respect of their personal
baggage as are accorded to diplomatic envoys.

Privileges and immunities are granted to experts in the interest of the
European Public Law Organization and not for the personal benefit of
the individuals themselves. The Director shall have the right and the duty
to waive the immunity of any expert in any case where, in his opinion,
the immunity would impede the course of Justice and it can be waived
without prejudice to the interests of the European Public Law

Organization.
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Article VIl
Representatives of Member States and Member
International Organizations or of institutions with which the
EPLO has cooperative relations

Representatives of Members States or Member International
Organizations or organizations with which the EPLO has or will develop
cooperative relations, to the principal and subsidiary organs of the
European Public Law Organization and to conferences convened by
them shall, while exercising their functions and during their journey to
and from the place of meeting, enjoy the following privileges and
immunities:

(a) immunity from personal arrest or detention and from seizure of their
personal baggage, and, ill respect of words spoken or written and
all acts done by them in their capacity as representatives, immunity
from legal process of every kind;

(b) inviolability for all papers and documents;

(¢) the right to use codes and to receive papers or correspondence by
courier or in sealed bags; ‘

(d) exemption together with their spouses and relatives dependent on
them from immigration restrictions, alien registration or national
service opligations in the state they are visiting or through which
they are passing in the exercise of their functions;

(e) the same facilities in respect of currency or exchange restrictions
as are accorded to representatives of foreign governments on
temporary official missions;

() the same immunities: and facilities together with their spouses and
relatives dependent bn them in respect of their personal baggage
as are accorded to diplomatic envoys;

(g) such other privileges, immunities and facilities not inconsistent with
the foregoing as diplomatic envoys enjoy, except that they shall
have no right to claim exemption from customs duties on goods
imported (otherwise than as part of their personal baggage) or from
excise duties or sales taxes.

In order to secure, for the representatives of Members to the principal
and subsidiary organs of the European Public Law Organization and to
conferences convened by the European Public Law Organization,
complete freedom of speech and independence in the discharge of their
duties, the immunity from legal process in respect of words spoken or
written and all acts done by them in discharging their duties shall
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continue to be accorded, notwithstanding that the persons concerned
are no longer the representatives of Members.

Where the incidence of any form of taxation depends upon residence,
periods during which the representatives of Members to the principal and
subsidiary organs of the European Public Law Organization and to
conferences convened by the European Public Law Organization are
present in Greece for the discharge of their duties shall not be
considered as periods of residence.

In addition to the privileges and immunities specified above, the
representatives of the Member States and infernational organizations
possessing diplomatic rank shall be accorded in respect of themselves,
spouses and relatives dependent on them, the privileges and
immunities, exemptions and facilities accorded to diplomatic agents in
accordance with the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 18
April 1961. : -

In this article the expression "representatives”  shall be deemed to
include all delegates, deputy delegates, advisers, technical experts and
secretaries of delegations and missions.

Privileges and immunities are accorded to the representatives of
Members not for the personal benefit of the individuals themselves, but
in order to safeguard the independent exercise of their functions in
connection with the European Public Law Organization. Consequently a
Member not only has the right, but is under a duty to waive the immunity
of its representative in any case where in the opinion of the Member the
immunity would impede the course of Justice, and it can be waived
without prejudice to the purpose for which the immunity is accorded.

-Article IX
Officials and Staff
The Government ‘shall authorize the entry to the Hellenic Republic,
without delay and without charge for visas, of Officials and Staff of the
EPLO together with spouses and relatives dependent on them.

The EPLO Officials and Staff shall:

a) be immune from jurisdiction in fespect of words spoken or written
and all acts performed by them in their official capacity and within
the limit of their authority;

b) be exempt from taxation on the salaries and any other payments
. and emoluments paid to them by the EPLO, as well as from the

and the EPLO, conditions and status be offered by act of the
Minister for the submission of Officials and Staff, or of any part of
them to the Greek social security system.

be immune, together with their spouses and relatives dependent on
them, from immigration restrictions, aliens' registration
requirements and exchange regulations, as are accorded by the
Hellenic Repubilic to the officials of comparable rank of Diplomatic
Missions;

Be granted, together with spouses and-relatives dependent on
them, the same treatment in respect of travelling facilities, .as is
accorded by the Hellenic Republic, to officials of comparable rank
of Diplomatic Missions;

be given, together with spouses and relatives dependent on them,
the same repatriationl facilities in time of international crisis as
accorded to officials of comparable rank of diplomatic missions;

have the right to import or to buy locally, free of duty their furniture
and effects, including a motor vehicle, at the time of first taking up
their post and the right to export them free of duty in termination of
their function in the EPLO, if they decide to leave the country. If
they stay for more than three years with the EPLO, they have the
right to renew the above under the same conditions. However,
except in accordance with such laws and regulations, goods which
have been exempted under this sub-paragraph shall not be
transferred, hired out or lent, permanently or temporarily or sold in
the Hellenic Repubilic. :

be accorded inviolability for all their official papers and documents.

have the right to use codes and receive documents or
correspondence by special courier or diplomatic bag;

have together with-8pouses and relatives dependent on them the
same customs facilities as regards their personal baggage as are
accorded to diplomatic agents;

be immune from arrest and detention and from seizure of their
personal baggage;

The provisions of para. 2 of this Article shall not apply to
Representatives of Member States and Member of international
Organizations or of institutions with which the EPLO has cooperative
relations, to whom applies instead the above Article VIII, unless they are
Officials or staff of the EPLO.

The:-provisions of paragraph 2 (c), (e) and (f) shall not apply to personnel
of para. 8 of this Article.
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Following the provision of Article V, paragraph 3 of the Statute, the
Director, the Deputy Directors and the Assistant Directors of the EPLO
will in addition be accorded in respact of themseives, spouses and
relatives dependent on them the privileges and immunities, exemptions
and facilities accorded to diplomatic agents in accordance with the
Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 18 April 1961 and with
international law.

By dependent relatives are meant the sons up to the completion of 18
years of age, the unmaried daughters independently from age if they
reside with their parents and the whole dependent fathers and mothers
of the family members. -

Privileges and immunities are granted to officials and staff in the interest
of the European Public Law Organization and not for the personal
benefit of the individuals themselves. The Director shall have the right
and the duty to waive the immunity of any official or staff in any case
where, in his opinion, the immunity would impede the course of Justice
and can be waived without prejudice to the interests of the European
Public Law Organization. In the case of the Director, the Executive

Committee shall have the nght to waive |mmumty

The European Public Law Orgamzatlon shall co-operate at all times with
the appropriate authorities of the Government to faclilitate the proper
administration of Justice, secure the observance of police regulations
and prevent the occurrence of any. abuse in connection with the
privileges, immunities and facnlmcs mentioned in this article.

Following Article VI, para. 2 of the Statute staff members from the Greek
public sector of the Law 1232/1982 may, at the request of the EPLO, be
put at the disposal of the EPLO on a loan or secondment basis. Those
staff members will continue recelvmg the salary along with all the
emoluments from their service of origin, By staff members are meant all
kinds of personnel, including personnel of all categories of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs or of any other specialized body as well as lawyers.
Moreover, at the request of the EPLO, staff of all kinds as above may
come to the EPLO by application of the following rules:

a. The provisions of Article 32, paragraph 20, of the Law 2190/1994.
During the secondment, the staff members continue to receive their
salaries from their service of origin with all the emoluments. The
same applies to any other similar provision or future provision.

b. The provisions of Article 7 of the Law 3320/2005.

¢. The provisions of Article 51, paragraphs 4, § and 6 of the Code of
- Civil Servants as well as every other existing provision, or any other
which might come into force in the future, for transfer, secondment
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12.

etc. of civil servants, or for putting civil servants at the disposal of
international organizations or the European Union.

The provisions of Article 1 paragraph 13 of the Code of Civil and Military
Personnel Code, as amended by Article 10, paragraph 8 (a) of the Law
3075/2002, applies to the appropriate personnel of the EPLO.

The Government will see that rights of personnel of the European Public
Law Center who become personnel of the EPLO or of any other future
staff members, arising from their subscription to any social security
system in the Hellenic Republic may be transferred with the appropriate
funds to the social security system which will be adopted by the EPLO, if
so wished by each one of the personnel members.

The quality of Official or staff of the European Public Law Organization is
compatible with the quality of higher public official or public official of the
Greek public sector of the Law 1232/1982 and, unless otherwise decided
by the EPLO, both qualities may be exercised in parallel.

Greek citizens working for the EPLO shall not be exempted from miilitary
service and duties.

Article X
European Public Law Organization Laissez-passez

The European Public Law Organization may issue European Public Law
Organization laissez-passer to its officials and staff. This laissez-passer
shall be recognized and- accepted as valid travel document by the
authorities of the Government. The Government will prepare those
laissez-passer of the European Public Law Organization at its own
expenses, should it be required by the EPLO.

Applications for visas (where required) from the holders of European
Public Law Organization faissez-passer, when accompanied by a
certificate that they are travelling on the business of the European Public
Law Organization, shall’be dealt with as speedily as possible. In
addition, such persons shall be granted facilities for speedy travel.

Similar facilities shall be accorded to experts and other persons who,
though not the holders of European Public Law Organization laissez-
passer, have a certificate that they are travelling on the business of the
European Public Law Organization.

Article XI
Notification

The Director will periodically notify to the Government as well as to t_he
Governments of the Member States names and designations of all categories
of the EPLO staff and their families, and changes made thereto.
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Article Xl
Identification

1. The Government shall issue to each of the members of the EPLO
Officials and Staff and their spouses and relatives dependent on them
appropriate identity cards in accordance with the 1961 Vienna
Convention on Diplomatic Relations.

2. Upon demand of the authorized official of the Government, persons
referred 1o in paragraph 1 above, shall be reqmred to present, but not to
surrender, their identity cards. .

3. The EPLO shall, upon termination of employment or reassignment of its
Staff, ensure that all identity cards are retumed promptly to the
Government.

~“Article Xl
Access to the Labour Market

The spouses and children of members of Officials and Staff, who do not enjoy
that right on the basis of other legislation shall enjoy access to the labour
market, provided that they reside in the Hellenic Republic under the same roof
as the principal holder of the identity cards under the terms of a specific
agreement to be negotiated between the Government and the EPLO to this
effect.

Article XIV
Final Provisions
1.  This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of its ratification.

2. Any amendments to this-Agreement, agreed upon between the EPLO
and the Government, »sHall enter into force in accordance with the
procedure set forth in paragraph 1 of this Article.

3.  Wherever this Agreement imposes obligations on appropriate Greek
authorities, the ultimate responsibility for the fulfilment of such
obligations shall rest with the Government.

4. Following Article XXI, paragraphs 1 and 3 of the Statute, the relations,
along with their legal nature, of the European Public Law Center with
Greek public institutions of any kind will continue functioning unchanged
in the frame of the EPLO, reinterpreted in the light of the Statute, unless
otherwise decided by the EPLO. Financial obligations of any kind
stipulated by Greek public institutions towards the European Public Law
Center as well those stipulated by public authorities under the provisions
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of Article 2 of the Law 2358/1995, are binding and wdl continue to be
binding towards the EPLO.

The Government shall offer annually to the European Public Law
Organization financial and other support so that its function, its
development and the pursuance of its goals be guaranteed; this support
should take into consideration what is offered by the Government to
other international organizations with which it has headquarter
agreements.

Greek public institutions and public services, and in general institutions
of the Greek public sector of Law 1232/1982, may conclude financial or
other agreements with the EPLO and adhere to its structures, following
the Statute, by decision of their appropriate organ. The same institutions
may offer financial support or subsidize the EPLO by decision of their
appropriate organ even outsnde the above procedure of adhesion.

Wherever in this Agreement time periods are set, for what concerns
situations that transit from the European Public Law Center, they will
have as starting day the day of the entry in force of the present
Agreement. .

Any clause which has been stipulated by the Government in favour of
any other international organization or dlplomatlc mission, offering a
more favourable regime than the one stipulated in this Agreement, it
shall apply also to the EPLO. Any other clause which shall eventually be
stipulated in the future by the Government in favour of any other
international erganization or diplomatic mission, offering a more
favourable regime than the one stipulated in this Agreement, it may also
be extended to the EPLO by decision of the Minister of Foreign Affairs.

Following the Article XXI of the Statute, the EPLO is eligible for any
programs, projects, works, etc. offered to Greek state-owned
organizations, to non-profit organizations, to non-governmental
organizations, to public purpose or public benefit organizations, etc.
More in particular.the EPLO will continue being recognized and used as
a mandated body for Twinning or other similar projects and will be
supported and accepted to undertake and execute all sorts of projects
where eligible are bodies belonging to the Greek state or controlied by it
and will have the right to continue to be eligible for all sorts of projects
and/or works funded by the European Union or other international or
national sources, such as inter alia those executed in the frame of the
Community Support Frameworks or any other similar or other. Projects
or initiatives of all kinds which have been initialized under the name of
the European Public Law Center may continue under the same name,
with no prejudice however to the nature and the privileges under the
Statute. All the accounts as well as the relations with the tax authorities
of the_non-profit public benefit institution “European Public Law Center”
will continue in the name of the European Public Law Organization.
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9. This Agreement shall remain in force as long as the EPLO exists.

10. The European Public Law Organization shall make provisions for
appropriate modes of settlement of:

(a) disputes arising out of contracts or other disputes of a private law
character to which the European Public Law Organization is a
party;

(b) disputes involving any official of the European Public Law
Organization who by reason of his official position enjoys immunity,
if immunity has not been waived.

11. Al disputes concerning the interpretation and the implementation of the
present Agreement shall be settled through negotiations.

Any dispute between the Government and the EPLO concerning the
interpretation or application of this Agreement which is not settled by
negotiation shall be referred for final decision to a tribunal of three ar
bitrators, one to be chosen by the Director of the EPLO, the other to be
chosen by the Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic and
the third, who shall be Chairman of the Tribunal, to be chosen by the first
two arbitrators. Should the first two arbitrators fail to agree upon the third
within six months following the appointment of the first two arbitrators,
such third arbitrator shall be chosen by the President of the International
Court of Justice at the request of the Government or the Director of the
European Public Law Organization.
