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INTRODUCTION

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic, referred to as the "Framework
Nation",

the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Ministry of Defence of the Czech
Republic, the Ministry of National Defence of Romania, and the Ministry of National Defence
of the Republic of Turkey (acting on behalf of the Government of the Republic of Turkey)

hereinafter referred to as the "Participants" —

DESIRING to further enhance their co-operation in the framework of the North Atlantic Treaty,
signed on 4 April 1949;

HAVING REGARD to the provisions of the Agreement between the Parties to the North
Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status of their Forces (INATO SOFA), dated 19 June 1951, the
Protocol on the Status of International Military Headquarters set up pursuant to the North
Atlantic Treaty (Paris Protocol), dated 28 August 1952, the Agreement among the States Parties
to the North Atlantic Treaty and the Other States Participating in the Partnership for Peace
regarding the Status of their Forces (PfP SOFA), dated 19 June 1995, the Additional Protocol
to the Agreement among the States Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty and the Other States
Participating in the Partnership for Peace regarding the Status of their Forces (Additional
Protocol to the PfP SOFA), dated 19 June 1995, and including the Further Additional Protocol
to the Agreement among the States Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty and the Other States
participating in the Partnership for Peace regarding the Status of their Forces (Further
Additional Protocol to the PfP SOFA), dated 19 December 1997;

NOTING that not all Participants belong to the signatory Parties to the Further Additional
Protocol to the PfP SOFA;

HAVING FURTHER regard to the Agreement between the Hellenic Republic and the Supreme
Headquarters Allied Powers Europe on the Special Conditions Applicablie to the Establishment
and Operation on Greek Territory of International Military Headquarters, dated 15 September
1999, hereinafter referred as "the Supplementary Agreement”;

CONSIDERING that, in accordance with MC 324/3 (Final), dated 30 January 2013, "The
NATO Military Command Structure (NCS)", and MCM-236-03 "MC Concept for Centres of
Excellence", dated 04 December 2003, the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO)
Command Arrangements (NCA) are to be supported by a network of Centres of Excellence
(COEs) which provide opportunities to enhance education and training, to improve
interoperability and capabilities, to assist in doctrine development and to test and validate
concepts through experimentation;

CONSIDERING that the Supreme Allied Commander Transformation (SACT), in accordance
with MC 58/3 "Terms of Reference for the Supreme Allied Commander Transformation”, dated

01 October 2014, has the overall responsibility for the co-ordination and employment of COEs
within NATO;

NOTING the letter of the Chief of the Hellenic National Defence General Staff to SACT, dated
30 July 2018, offering the Integrated Air and Missile Defence (IAMD) COE to NATO;
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NOTING further the response letter by SACT dated September 19, 2018 by which SACT
appreciates the offer of the IAMD COE and its Concept to NATO as providing a vital
contribution to strengthening NATO's capability in the field of integrated air and missile
defence;

NOTING the Concept for the IAMD COE, which provides for a value-added contribution to
the Alliance transformation efforts of NATO in the field of the integrated air and missile
defence;

RECOGNISING their intent to enter into the MOU concerning the Functional Relationship
regarding the IAMD COE with Headquarters, Supreme Allied Commander Transformation
(HQ SACT) (hereinafter referred as “IAMD COE Functional MOU™),

CONSIDERING that, as detailed in MCM-236-03, COEs should provide tangible
improvement to NATO capabilities and therefore be relevant to NATO’s transformational
efforts;

CONSIDERING that, as detailed in MCM-236-03, IAMD COE should not duplicate assets
and resources, or compete with capabilities that already exist within the NCA, such as but not
limited to, NATO Education and Training Facilities (NETFs) and NATO accredited COEs.

CONSIDERING further that IAMD COE will ensure close cooperation with already accredited
NATO Centres of Excellence, NETFs and other non-NATO entities that provide the Alliance
recognized expertise and contributions in areas related and germane to integrated air and
missile defence;

CONSIDERING that in accordance with MCM-236-03, upon approval by the Military
Committee (MC) and endorsement by the North Atlantic Council (NAC), a COE is required to
be accredited by NATO;

CONSIDERING further that, consistent with MCM-236-03, a COE can be granted
international status by the NAC under the Paris Protocol upon the request of the Framework
Nation and when duly accredited;

NOTING that the Framework Nation, acting on behalf of the other Participants and in
coordination with HQ SACT, is responsible for submitting a request to the NAC for granting
the JAMD COE international status under the Paris Protocol, Article 14 and in compliance with
CM(69)22; And

DESIRING to establish the IAMD COE for the facilitation and transformation in the field of
integrated air and missile defence within overall NATO transformation efforts —

HAVE reached the following understanding:
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SECTION 1
DEFINITIONS

1.1. Unless another meaning is specified within this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
and its follow-on documents, the "NATO Glossary of Terms and Definitions” (AAP-6) and the
"NATO Glossary of Abbreviations Used in NATO Documents and Publications” (AAP-15)

apply.

1.2. The following definitions apply for the purpose of this MOU and its follow-on documents:

a. Allied Command Operations (ACQO) - As outlined in MC 324/3 (Final), dated 30
Jamuary 2013, the Command composed of Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers
Europe (SHAPE) and the other organizations subordinate to SACEUR.

b. Allied Command Transformation (ACT) - As outlined in MC 324/3 (Final), dated 30
January 2013, the Command composed of Headquarters, Supreme Allied Commander
Transformation (HQ SACT) and the other organizations subordinate to SACT.

c. Background Information - Information not generated in the performance of this
MOU.

d. Centre of Excellence (COE) - As defined in MCM-236-03, a NATO-accredited
nationally or multi-nationally sponsored centre supporting NATO.

e. Integrated Air and Missile Defence COE (IAMD COE) - The COE located in Chania
(Crete-Greece), offered to NATO by the Participants, providing subject matter expertise
in the field of integrated air and missile defence in accordance with the NATO IJAMD
Concept.

f. COE Network — The Network of all COEs supporting the NCA coordinated by HQ
SACT.

g. Director — The person directing the IAMD COE.

h. Financial Administrative Procedures (FAP) — The procedures, based on NATO
Financial Regulations, approved by the IAMD COE SC, which govern the financial
administration of shared funds provided for the IAMD COE.

1. Foreground Information — Information generated in the implementation of this MOU.

j- Framework Nation (FN) — The Hellenic Republic represented by its Ministry of
National Defence.

k. Headquarters, Supreme Allied Commander Transformation (HQ SACT) - As
defined in MC 324/3 (Final), the Supreme Headquarters of SACT, which interacts with
the IAMD COE for NATO, and serves as the coordinator for the COE network and for
the interaction with all NATO entities.

1. TAMD COE Concept — As outlined in the document agreed by the IAMD COE
Participating Nations.
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m. Information — Any data processed, stored or transmitted, regardless of form or type,
including that of a scientific or technical nature, and also mcluding but not limited to
photographs, interim and final reports, manuals, threat data, experimental data, test,
designs, specifications, processes, techniques, inventions, drawings, software including
source code, technical writings, sound recordings, pictorial representations, and other
graphical presentations, whether in magnetic tape, computer memory or any other form
and whether or not subject to copyrights, patents, or other legal protection.

n. NATO IAMD Concept — As outlined in MC 0613.

o. NATO Military Committee (MC) — As outlined in the MC 57/4(final}, the senior
military authority in NATO.

p. North Atlantic Council (NAC) - The Council established pursuant to Article 9 of the
North Atlantic Treaty.

q. NATO Command Arrangements (NCA) — As outlined in the MC-324-1 (final).

r. NATO Command Structure (NCS) - NATO's military organization, as defined in MC
324/3 (final).

s. NATO Education and Training Facilities (NETFs) — The facilities as listed in MC-
458-3 (final).

t. NATO request — A request for a service or product made by HQ SACT for itself or on
behalf of another NATO entity.

u. Paris Protocel - The Protocol on the Status of Intemational Military Headquarters set
up pursuant to the North Atlantic Treaty, signed in Paris on 28 August 1952.

v. Participant — A NATO Nation which is a signatory to the COE’s Operational and
Functional MOUs.

w. Partner — A Nation, organization, or entity which contributes to or interacts with the
IAMD COE, and may be :

i.  Contributing Partner (CP)— Any Nation, organization or entity, in accordance
with NAC agreed decisions and procedures, which is not a Participant and
provides a contribution to IAMD COE.

ii. Other Partner (OP) — Any Nation, organization or entity using the services
and / or products provided by the IAMD COE, other than Participants or CPs.

X. Programme of Work (POW) — As detailed in Section 5 of this MOT.

y. Request for Support (RFS) — a request from NATO, a Nation or any other entity
requesting support from the IAMD COE.

z. Steering Committee (IAMD COE SC) — The committee established by the
Participants for guidance, oversight and decisions on all matters concerning the
administration, policy and operation of the JAMD COE, as detailed in Section 4 and
Annex B of this MOU.
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aa. Supreme Allied Commander Europe (SACEUR) - As defined in MC 324/3 (Final),
the Commander of ACO.

bb. Supreme Allied Commander Transformation (SACT) - As defined in MC 324/3
(Final), the Commander of ACT.

cc. Voluntary Natienal Contribution (VNC) — A military or civilian person who has been
provided voluntarily by a Participant or CP in response to a SC decision.

SECTION 2
PURPOSE

The purpose of this MOU is to establish the IAMD COE in the Hellenic Republic and define
provisions for its operation, funding, manning, equipment and infrastructure, as well as for its
administrative and logistical support.

SECTION 3
RESPONSIBILITIES

3.1. The JAMD COE serves as an integrated air and missile defence expertise hub in order to
support NATO and Nations transformation and operational efforts through support and
enhancing the development of the Alhance’s, Sponsoring Nations’, and Partners’ integrated air
and missile defence capabilities in accordance with the NATO IAMD Concept

3.2. The IAMD COE Concept outlines the IAMD COE mission, vision and core activity
areas.

3.3. The IAMD COE SC ensures that the services and products requested by HQ SACT on
behalf of NATO entities receive first priority. Within its capacity, the [JAMD COE also supports
its Participants and Partners in their efforts to enhance capability in the field of integrated air
and missile defence.

SECTION 4
' ORGANIZATION AND RELATIONSHIPS

4.1. Within the framework of this MOU, the SC is responsible for the direction, guidance and
supervision of the IAMD COE. It approves the Programme of Work (POW) and the operational
budget, as well as supervises their execution. The terms of reference (TOR) of the SC are laid
down in Annex B.

4.2. The SC consists of one voting representative from each Participant who is duly prepared
and empowered by such Participant to take decisions on its behalf, within the framework of the
3C’s TOR. In order to avoid conflict of interests, personnel of the IAMD COE cannot be
representatives of Participants in the SC. The Chairperson of the SC is from the FN, but is not
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the representative of the FN as a Participant or the Director. The Chairperson and Director do
not have a vote in the SC.

4.3. The decisions of the SC are taken by consensus of the representatives. Consensus means
that every SC member votes yes, or abstains from a decision, in corder for the decision to be
approved (with a minimum of one yes vote). Should there be a negative vote, the decision is
not approved. Decisions for financial issues are taken unanimously. Unanimously means that
every SC member votes yes. No SC decisions can be taken under silence procedure, unless
decided otherwise by the SC. The decisions can be taken by other means of communication
than a meeting, as decided by the SC.

4.4, The internal structure of the IAMD COE, manning and position allocations are part of the
TAMD COE Concept. As such, the SC may approve changes to both the IAMD COE manning
and structure including position allocations. Any such changes are recorded in the Concept.

4.5. The Director is accountable to the SC for the fulfilment of the mission, the tasks and the
operation as well as administration of the IAMD COE. The Director reports directly to the SC.
The TOR of the Director of IAMD COE are laid down in Annex C.

4.6. Although not a part of the NCS, the JAMD COE forms a part of the wider framework
supporting the NCA. The IAMD COE is part of the COE Network and cooperates with NETFs,
as coordinated by HQ SACT.

4.7. The relationship between the IAMD COE and HQ SACT is established in the IAMD COE
Functional MOU, through which HQ SACT serves as the coordinator for NATO bodies’ RFSs
for the IAMD COE.

4.8. In co-ordination with HQ SACT the IAMD COE establishes the necessary working
relationships with NATO and other NATO related entities, such as NETFs and the NATO
accredited COEs, and co-ordinates the execution of the POW.

4.9. The IAMD COE further establishes working relationships, through the conclusion of
appropriate arrangements, with national, intemational and NATO related entities, especially
those that provide the Alliance with recognized expertise and contribute in areas related and
germane to integrated air and missile defence.

4.10. The SC may recommend including Partners in IAMD COE activities and encourage the
conclusion of agreements or arrangements between the Participants and said Partners in
accordance with NAC agreed decisions.

SECTION 5
PROGRAMME OF WORK

5.1. Taking into account the requests from within NATO, as coordinated by HQ SACT, the
requests of the Participants, suggestions made by CPs, and the respective financial impact of
these requests and suggestions, the Director of the IAMD CQOE, in accordance with Annex C,
prepares and submits the draft of the POW to the SC for the following calendar year. Upon
submission by the Director of the IAMD COE, the SC considers all requests for services and
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products, including associated costs and income, and then approves the POW for the IAMD
COE, m accordance with Annex B.

5.2. Should the Director of the IAMD COE receive out of cycle requests, he/she submits them
for consideration to the SC and, if approved, handles them in accordance with appropriate
procedures without prejudice to paragraph 3 of Annex C.

SECTION 6
PERSONNEL

6.1. Each Participant permanently fills at least one position allotted to it in the COE
Participation Table (Annex A). Additional positions listed in the Participation Table for that
Participant may be filled using methods other than permanent. However, those alternative
methods are subject to SC approval. Generally, Participants assign their personnel for a three
year tour of duty.

6.2. The Participants are responsible for filling their positions at the [AMD COE in a timely
manner by assigning suitable and qualified personnel in accordance with the manning table and
the SC-approved job descriptions. The Director of IAMD COE serves as the custodian of the
job descriptions. At least one of each Participant’s personnel is to be assigned on location and
each Participant may also assign additional personnel to the IAMD COE, triggering a suitable
modification of Annex A.

6.3. Voluntary National Contributions (VNCs) may be provided by the Participants or CPs to
fill an SC approved position for a predetermined period of time. A civilian or military person
of appropriate grade or rank may be used for this purpose, upon approval by the SC.

6.4. The management of the IAMD COE personnel, including VNCs and other augmentees
provided by the Participants or CPs, follows NATO procedures using ACO Directive 45-001
and its supplement as a guide, unless otherwise provided in this MOU or decided by the SC.

6.5. Should a Participant expect to not be able to fill an assigned position for more than 120
days, the Participant is responsible for informing the Director in writing as soon as possible. In
coordination with the concerned Participant, the Director then may approach the other
Participants to fill the position for an agreed period of time.

6.6. Any Participant may reduce its personnel contribution on presentation of twelve months
prior written notice to all other Participants, the Director and the SC. The FN is responsible for
duly notifying HQ SACT in writing, triggering a suitable modification of Annex A.

6.7. Civilian personnel may be used for filling any of the positions. For the purpose of the
future application of the Paris Protocol, all IAMD COE staff personnel should be in the employ
of the Armed Forces or the Ministry of Defence or equivalent national entity of the Participants.

6.8. The personnel of the IAMD COE work under the supervision of the Director who, with
the exception of national duties and discipline, gives directions to all IAMD COE personnel.
Participants are responsible for ensuring that national duties for the IAMD COE personnel are
to be minimized in order not to affect the activities of the IAMD COE. The Director [JAMD
COE provides evaluation reports for IAMD COE personnel upon request of the Participants.
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6.9. Full command of and disciplinary power over personnel posted to the IAMD COE is
retained by their respective national authorities. Each Participant designates a Senior National
Representative (SNR) to the Director for all issues regarding the national responsibilities and
discipline of their personnel assigned to the IAMD COE.

6.10. The Director is appointed by the FN, normally for a period of three years. However, the
Director may, on a case by case basis, be posted for a longer period, in order to provide the
continuity required for the IAMD COE.

6.11. The IAMD COE may establish an internship programme with details set forth in an

intemship regulation, approved by the SC. An intern is not an employee of the IAMD COE and
should not be considered as part of the personnel of the IAMD COE.

6.12. The regulations of the FN apply in the field of occupational safety and health, including
the supervision of standard safety precautions.

6.13. The working language of the IAMD COE is English.

SECTION 7
FRAMEWORK NATION SUPPORT

The FN provides free of charge the support for the IAMD COE, as outlined in Annex E. The

FN retains ownership of all facilities, lands and equipment made available by it to the IAMD
COE.

SECTION 8
PARTICIPANTS’ RESPONSIBILITIES

Participants’ responsibilities include covering the costs for:

a. Providing personnel as determined in Section 6 of this MOU and as detailed on the SC
approved Job Descriptions and manning table.

b. Its cost share, as determined in section 9 of this MOU.

¢. Salaries, allowances and nattonal support requirements.

d. Per diem (lodging, meals and incidental costs) associated with the POW.

e. Travel costs (transportation and per diem) for initial appointment and departure, at the
end of that personnel’s term of office, from the IAMD COE as well as all other costs

related to the posting of personnel to the IAMD CQE.

f.  All costs associated with fulfilment of national duties during the posting to the IAMD
COE;
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g. Equipment, services or personnel brought into the IAMD COE by that Participant for
national purposes in excess of that provided by the FN, as well as their operation and
maintenance costs;

h. All costs for national training measures and education and training as specified in the
job descriptions as prerequisites;

1. Individual requirements of that Participant, to include infrastructure, security and
support personnel additional to its position assignments in Annex A;

J- Ensuring health care insurance for their personnel or other appropriate arrangement /
coverage, in accordance with its applicable national laws, and

k. The costs of body repatriation, in case of death of a member of its personnel.

SECTION 9
COST SHARE

9.1. The Participants are responsible for the net-expenditures (expenditures minus revenues)
necessary for the operation of the IAMD COE. Costs eligible for sharing are outlined in Annex
D.

9.2. Without prejudice to 9.1, the FN covers all costs for establishment and operation of the
TIAMD COE for fiscal year 2020.

9.3. Each Participant’s cost share is determined using the following formula:
Number of positions assigned

to the Participant in Annex A
= Participant’s Cost Share

Total number of assigned positions
from Annex A

9.4. The following categories of personnel are recorded in the IAMD COE Manning table, but
not in the Participation table (Annex A) and therefore are not subject to the determination of a
Participant’s cost share.

. Administrative;

. Support (including National Support for FN or any other Participant);
. Voluntary National Contributions (VNC) ;

. Any other decided by the SC.

9.5. Unfilled positions assigned to a Participant in Annex A do not reduce this Participant’s cost
share.

9.6. In the case of a new Participant, the number of positions assigned to it is determined by
the Note of Joining (NOJ). A new Participant is responsible for paying its annual contribution
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starting with the fiscal year following the NOJ coming into effect, unless otherwise stated in
the NOJ.

SECTION 10
FINANCIAL PROVISIONS / CONSIDERATIONS

10.1. The Fiscal Year (FY) begins on the 1% of January and ends on the 31 of December.

10.2. All Funds provided to the IAMD COE are managed, controlled and recorded on the basis
of the FAPs, which are to be approved by the SC.

10.3. The Director of the IAMD COE is responsible for compliance with all applicable financial
principles and procedures of the IAMD COE.

10.4. The financial transactions of the IAMD COE are recorded and managed in Euro. Annual
contributions of Participants are made in Euro to the IAMD COE bank account designated by
the Director.

10.5. Each year for the forthcoming FY, the Director is responsible for preparing a draft shared
budget that shows the estimated expenditures / revenues necessary for the operation of the
IAMD COE. This budget is prepared and sent to the SC, by the date determined by the IAMD
COE SC (normally not later than 01 September). The draft budget is examined and approved
by the IAMD COE SC prior to the coming fiscal year (as a rule, no later than the 30" of
November).

10.6. Each year the Director prepares a Medium Term Financial Plan (MTFP) covering the
estimated expenditures / revenues of the 5 years following the next FY. This MTFP is for
planning purposes and is to be considered and noted by the SC.

10.7. The Participants’ financial responsibility under this MOU is subject to the authorisation
and appropriation of funds in accordance with their respective applicable laws or legislation,
regulations and procedures.

10.8. With SC unanimous approval of the budget, the Participants agree to provide funds and
authorise the IAMD COE Director to expend funds for the purposes and within the limits
detailed in the approved budget.

10.9. Based on the approved budget and considering the Participants’ cost share, the Director
of the IAMD COE submits call(s) for funds payable by the Participants within 90 days of
receipt of the call for funds. The Director normally submits call(s) for funds, as detailed in the
IAMD COE FAP. The Director submits the first call for funds no later than 15th December of
the preceding year unless otherwise decided by the SC.

10.10. Any existing credits are balanced in the appropriate call for funds IAW FAPs unless
otherwise decided by the SC.

10.11. If it emerges during the course of the fiscal year that the approved budget is insufficient,
the Director submits a supplementary budget to the SC for approval.

10.12. Following the end of the FY, at the latest by 31 March, the Director submits an Annual
Financial Statement for approval by the SC. Any Participant is entitled to request a budget
report, which is provided by the Director within 30 days after receiving the request.

10.13. The audit functions for the budget are performed as directed by the SC.

10.14. Irrespective of the audits conducted in accordance with paragraph 10.13, national audit
authorities are entitled to request information from the Director and may request access to all
records or copies thereof, which are required to audit the national contributions.

10.15. In general, services and products included in the POW and provided to NATO entities
on request of HQ SACT and to the Participants are free of charge. The SC can approve
exceptions, further details and particular requirements or restrictions.

10.16. Charges for the services and products provided to Partners are to be specified by the SC
or detailed in a separate document.

10.17. Individual course fees may be charged for courses provided by or through the IAMD
COE, including courses provided to NATO personnel.

10.18. All proceeds from the [AMD COE activities are reflected in the budget and recorded as
revenucs.

SECTION 11
CLAIMS

11.1. Claims arising out of or in connection with the activities of the IAMD COE are handled
m accordance with Article VIII of the NATO SOFA. After the IAMD COE has been granted
International status by the NAC under the Paris Protocol, Article VI of the Paris Protocol is
also applicable for such claims.

11.2. Any claims attributable to the JAMD COE, to include portions thereof arising outside of
the provisions of the Paris Protocol, are shared by the Participants in accordance with the cost
sharing formula of Section 9.3.

SECTION 12
SECURITY

12.1. Physical securty of the facility is the responsibility of the FN.

12.2. The Director is the security authority for the IAMD COE.

12.3. Security administration within the facilities in the use of the IAMD COE, including visits,
security clearances and imnformation security, is the responsibility of the Director of the IAMD

COE acting in accordance with the applicable FN and NATO security regulations.

12.4. Without impact upon the Director’s responsibilities defined in paragraph 12.2 and 12.3
above, the Participants are responsible for ensuring that their personnel comply with applicable
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security agreements and arrangements. They likewise are responsible for ensuring compliance
with relevant security regulations in regard of any products or services received or drawn from
the IAMD COEL.

12.5. Classified information stored, handled, generated, transmitted or exchanged as a result of
the execution of this MOU is treated in accordance with C-M (2002) 49 "Security within the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization", dated 17 June 2002, in the respective authorised edition,
including all supplements and amendments thereto, and existing international agreements and
arrangements.

12.6. Unclassified information stored, handled, generated, transmitted or exchanged as a result
of the execution of this MOU is treated in accordance with C-M (2002) 60 "The Management
of Non-Classified Information,” dated 24 July 2002, in the respective authorised edition,
including all supplements and amendments thereto, and existing security agreements and
arrangements.

12.7. In the case of activities where involvement of contractors, consultants or other such
workers is needed, the [AMD COE concludes special non-disclosure agreements.

12.8. In the event of cessation of or withdrawal from this MOU, the Participant(s) involved
is/are responsible for ensuring that the provisions relating to security, disclosure of information,
and confidentiality remain in effect.

SECTION 13
LEGAL CONSIDERATIONS

13.1. The IAMD COE and its personnel may be granted status under Article 14 of the Paris
Protocol, together with the Supplementary Agreement, upon accreditation by the MC and
endorsement by the NAC.

13.2. Prior to the granting of international status to the IAMD COE as defined in paragraph
13.1, the attachment of national elements to the IAMD COE should be conducted in accordance
with applicable international and national law.

13.3. JAMD COE holds and administers ownership of intellectual property generated by the
IAMD COE, unless otherwise decided by the SC, in compliance with respective applicable
legislation, regulations and procedures.

13.4. This MOU does not intend to conflict with relevant national and international law. Should
such conflict nevertheless arise, the Participants will address such conflicts through
consultations and consistent with Section 16 of this MOU. Each Participant whose rights or
obligations under national or international law are affected, is responsible for notifying the
other Participants in writing.
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SECTION 14
ADDITION OF NEW PARTICIPANTS

14.1. The addition of any new Participant to this MOU, which thereby also accedes to any
existing arrangements between the existing Participants and Partners, is to be accomplished
through a NOJ, a template of which is laid down in the Annex F, to be signed by the new
Participant and the existing ones. Other NOJ versions that are acceptable to all Participants
may be used.

14.2. In addition to the cost share contribution, prior to the signing of the NOJ, the prospective
Participant’s initial contribution to offset the residual value of previous investments, if any, is
determined and set out in the NOJ.

SECTION 15
WITHDRAWAL OF PARTICIPANTS

15.1. Any Participant may withdraw from this MOU on presentation of twelve months prior
written notice to all other Participants, the Director and the Chairperson of the SC. The FN is
responsible for duly notifying HQ SACT in writing, triggering a suitable modification of Annex
A.

15.2. In the case of a withdrawal or reduced participation, the remaining Participants review
all projects that are not yet completed in order to decide whether they continue or have to be
cancelled or reduced in scope. In the event that no other Participant assumes the post(s) and/or
financial obligations associated with the withdrawal or reduced participation, the remaining
Participants are to endeavour to reduce operating costs as quickly as possible to adjust them to
the new situation. Since the POW is normally determined for one year ahead, the transitional
period should allow ongoing projects in that period to finish.

15.3. Should a Participant withdraw from this MOU, it is still responsible for providing the full
share of its financial contribution to the IAMD COE until the end of the FY in which the notice
period ends and remains responsible for its outstanding financial responsibilities resulting from
its period of participation, unless the financial responsibilities are assumed by other Participants
and approved by the SC.

15.4. Any withdrawal by a Participant from the IAMD COE Functional MOU, without further
notice, constitutes a withdrawal from this MOU.

15.5. If a Participant is not able to fulfil its obligations of providing either manpower or funds
for more than one year, its voting rights in the SC are suspended automatically until the voting
SC members determine that those obligations are fulfilled. If that Participant is not able to fulfil
its obligations for more than two years, then it is considered as having withdrawn from the
present MOU as from the expiration of the two years.

15.6. Any Participant, except the FN, may elect to suspend its participation in this MOU on
presentation of a twelve months prior written notice to all other Participants, the Director and
the Chairperson of the SC which specifies the date and duration of suspension. In the case
where a Participant suspends its participation, its obligations and rights as a Participant,
including providing manpower and funding, along with voting rights in the SC, are also
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suspended. In this case, the automatic withdrawal provision in 15.5 does not apply. Upon
notification of its intended suspension, the concerned Participant accepts that the other
Participants’ SC representatives may propose the suspended Participant’s post(s) to any other
Participant or recommend the other Participants assignment of such post(s)} to a Joining
Participant. Participants may cease their voluntary suspension at any time by written notice to
all other Participants, and if necessary, seek SC approval for post assignment.

SECTION 16
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

16.1. Without prejudice to Section 11, any dispute regarding the interpretation, application, or
implementation of this MOU is settled only by consultation among the Participants involved
and is not referred to any national or intemational tribunal or any other third party for
settlement.

16.2. Disputes are settled using the [AMD COE working language.

SECTION 17
AMENDMENTS AND RECORD OF CHANGE

17.1. Any Participant may propose amendments to this MOU. With the exception of Annex G,
this MOU and the Annexes may be amended only with the unanimous written consent of the
Participants, unless otherwise provided in this MOU. As custodian of this MOU, the FN
manages the amendment process. With the exception of Annex G, amendments will enter into
effect in accordance with the procedure described in section 19. HQ SACT has to be informed
in writing of any amendment to this MOU, its annexes and follow-on arrangements.

17.2. Each change made to this MOU is recorded in chronological order on the Record of
Change attached as Annex G. This Record of Change is updated by the FN, as the custodian of
the MOU, then provided to each Participant, HQ SACT and the IAMD COE each time a change
OCCurs.

SECTION 18
CESSATION

18.1. This MOU ceases to be in effect in case of:
a. A written decision by all Participants;
b. The withdrawal of the FN; or
¢. Cessation of the IAMD COE Fanctional MOU.

18.2. In the event that this MOU ceases to be in effect, the residual value of the equipment and
other capital goods, which have been commonly funded by the Participants, are distributed
among the Participants in accordance with their cost share established in line with paragraph
9.3.

18.3. In the event that this MOU ceases to be in effect or a Participant makes formal notification
of its withdrawal from the MOU, the provisions of this MOU are to continue to apply until any
outstanding matters have been resolved.
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SECTION 19
ENTRY INTO EFFECT

After the last signature, this MOU enters into effect on the date that the Ministry of National
Defence of the Hellenic Republic informs the other Participants that it has fulfilled its necessary
national procedures for this MOU to enter into effect.

SECTION 20
FINAL CONSIDERATIONS

20.1. This MOU, also referred to as “IAMD COE Operational MOU™, consists of twenty
sections and seven annexes. The annexes are integral parts of this MOU.

20.2. References to NATO policy documents encapsulate any modification thereof or, as the
case may be, refer to such policy documents as may replace them.

20.3. This MOU is signed in one original in the English language. The original of this MOU is
to be deposited with the FN, which transmits certified copies to each of the Participants, HQ
SACT and the IAMD COE.

1. Within the framework of the MOU, the SC is responsible for guidance and supervision of
all the IAMD COE activities and administration, taking into consideration Participants’
interests regarding all matters pertaining to the IAMD COE.

2. The responsibilities and tasks of the SC include:

a. Providing the long-term strategic perspective and reviewing and approving the
development plan and functional areas for the IAMD COE.
Monitoring the performance of the mission and tasks of the IAMD COE including its
funding, administration and personnel establishment.
Approving the budget and POW for the coming FY.
Approving the FAP and directives for the operation of the IAMD COE.
Approving the Annual Financial Statement, including budget report.
Reviewing and noting the Medium-Term Financial Plan (MTFP) and approving the
budget report of the Director.
g. Considering and approving additional out-of-cycle requests for the POW and possible
amendments to the budget.
h. Directing auditing functions and reviewing audit reports.
Recommending the participation of Partners in the particular IAMD COE activities,
approving the terms of participation and encouraging the conclusion of arrangements or
agreements.
Approving the IAMD COE Internship regulations.
Approving job descriptions of the IAMD COE personnel.
Addressing other principal personnel, legal and other administrative issues.
. Providing direction and guidance on the functional relationships of the IAMD COE with
other entities.
Approving, reviewing and amending the Concept of the IAMD COE.
Proposing changes to the MOU and its Annexes to the Participants through the FN.

5. The JAMD COE SC Chairperson is responsible for preparing the meetings, including timely
distribution of the invitation and the agenda with adequate supporting documentation.

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agendas of SC meetings are drawn up in advance and distributed together with all other
supporting documents needed for any decision at least 45 days prior to each meeting. Agreed
minutes are to be distributed to the members of the SC. A record of the decisions reached is
distributed at the end of each meeting.

6. Each Participant may provide any other required experts in an advisory capacity to support
its SC representative.

7. HQ SACT participates without any voting rights in the relevant SC meetings to advise the
SC on NATO entities’ requirements and priorities. Other entities (NATO or non-NATO entities)
may be invited after approval of the SC.

8. The SC is chaired by an appropriately ranked official provided by the FIN without voting
right. The Secretary of the SC is provided by the IAMD COE. The Secretary does not have a
vote at the SC.

9. The Chairperson of the SC is to:

a. Be responsible for the planning and conduct of the meetings of the SC.

b. Oversee the execution of the decisions taken by the SC.

c. If necessary, arrange for decisions to be taken by the SC between meetings.

d. In matters of this MOU, maintain liaison between the IAMD COE Director and
Participants as well as HQ SACT.

e. Represent the SC in external relations under explicit tasking by the SC.
